Air Travel: Denied Boarding
The following sample letter can be used for claims under Regulation (EC) No 261/2004 when a flight is cancelled. The regulation is applicable, regardless of the airline, to all departures from EU states, Switzerland, Norway and Iceland, but also to flights departing from an airport located in a third country to the EU, Switzerland, Norway or Iceland if operated by an European, Swiss, Norwegian or Icelandic airline.
Further claims for damages can be pursued under Regulation (EC) No 889/2002 or the Montreal Convention before the competent Courts, including, where appropriate, non-material damage, in accordance with the provisions of national law.
TIP: Check whether you can find an online complaint form on the website of the airline. When you fill in the online form, we recommend that you take screenshots/photos or a video.

c) 600 EUR for all other flights.
On condition that an offered re-routing flight arrives no later than 2 hours (for flights up to 1,500 km), 3 hours (for intra-Community flights over 1,500 km and for flights to third countries between 1,500 and 3,500 km) or 4 hours (for all other flights) after the scheduled arrival time of the original flight, the compensation payment may be reduced by 50 %.
2) Refund of the ticket price within 7 days EUR … (if the flight became pointless and was therefore not taken) as well as reimbursement of the return flight to the original place of departure (if necessary) or reimbursement of the alternative transport to the final destination (if the airline demonstrably did not offer an alternative transport to final destination and you had to book alternative transport on your own): Euro ... .
3) Reimbursement of expenses incurred by me while waiting for re-routing on an alternative flight, such as meals and refreshments, two telephone calls, faxes or e-mails, hotel accommodation and transfers to and from the hotel (if not provided by the airline): Euro ...
